Course Delivery

This course runs for 29-weeks, over an 8-month period.

You will be allocated a highly experienced and qualified Trainer / Assessor who, in addition to
delivering your weekly class and Study Workshop, will also provide support over the phone, via email
or face-to-face as required.

During your enrolment process you will be guided through all training and assessments, in detail, to
ascertain what units are most suitable to your needs and what support strategies are necessary to
assist you in completing your qualification.

You will be required to complete a work placement of a minimum 120-hours in an allocated

professional environment (see below for more details).

Work Placement

Your work placement is designed to practice and develop the skills necessary to become an Early

Childhood Educator. These skills will be assessed by your allocated Trainer / Assessor during the

minimum 120-hour placement, who will provide support throughout your learning and assessments.
